General Principles
Safety — IPSC matches must be designed,rootest and conducted with due consideration tagafe

Quality — The value of an IPSC match is deteed by the quality of the challenge presentethéncourse
design. Courses of fire must be designed primddlyest a competitor's IPSC shooting skills, rirt
physical abilities.

Balance — Accuracy, Power and Speed are aguivelements of IPSC shooting, and are exprasstt
Latin words "Diligentia, Vis, Celeritas" ("DVC").A properly balanced course of fire will depend yg
upon the nature of the challenges presented thetéawever, courses must be designed, and IPSChemtc
must be conducted in such a way, as to evaluase tlements equally.

Diversity — IPSC shooting challenges arerdiwe While it is not necessary to construct neuwrses for each
match, no single course of fire must be repeatedlltov its use to be considered a definitive measair
IPSC shooting skills.

Freestyle — IPSC matches are freestyle. @ttops must be permitted to solve the challengsgnted in a
freestyle manner and, for handgun and shotgun rest¢h shoot targets on an "as and when visiblelsba
After the Start Signal, courses of fire must najuiee mandatory reloads nor dictate a shootingtioosi
location or stance, except as specified below. éi@w conditions may be created, and barriers loerot
physical limitations may be constructed, to comgpebmpetitor into shooting positions, locationst@ances.

1.1.5.1 Level | and Level Il matches are not reeglito comply strictly with the freestyle requirertenr
round count limitations (see Section 1.2).

1.1.5.2  Short Courses and Classifiers may includadatory reloads and may dictate a shooting positio
location and/or stance. When a mandatory reloagkdsired, it must be completed after the
competitor shoots at his first target, and befaresihoots at his final target. Violations are sobje
to one procedural penalty.

1.1.5.3 [H] General Courses and Classifiers magi§pshooting strong hand or weak hand only
without the need to enforce compliance using playsimeans (e.g. hook-and-loop
fasteners etc.). The specified hand must be useldsévely from the point stipulated
for the remainder of the stage.

[R] General Courses and Classifiers may not spebifiy the weak shoulder is to be used
when shooting.

[S] Short Courses and Classifiers may specify tmy the weak shoulder is to be used
when shooting.

1.1.54 [H] If a written stage briefing specifidsonig or weak hand only, Rule 10.2.8 will apply. |
a competitor is merely required to carry, retaig@asp an object during his attempt at a
course of fire, Rule 10.2.2 will apply.

[R-S] If a written stage briefing specifies that@mpetitor is required to carry, retain or grasp
an object during his attempt at a course of fingdeR.0.2.2 will apply.

1.1.5.5 Course Designers may give competitors &eetb await the Start Signal anywhere within the
boundaries of a well demarcated firing zone.

Difficulty — IPSC matches present varied éegrof difficulty. No shooting challenge may beegled as
being prohibitive. This does not apply to non-dirap challenges, which should reasonably allow for
differences in competitor's height and physicaldui

Challenge — IPSC matches recognize the clugdte presented when using full power firearms inagyic
shooting, and must always employ a minimum powetofato be attained by all competitors to refldust
challenge.
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1.2 Types of Courses

Short Courses — Must not require mbent12 rounds to complete. Course design and
construction must not require more than 9 scoritggfrom any single location or view.

Short Courses — Must not require more than tinds to complete for Manual Action
Divisions, and 10 rounds for Semi Auto Divisiondf 2 hits per paper target are
required, the number of rounds is increased to 10.

Short Courses — Must not require more thanuhids to complete and are restricted to a
maximum of 12 scoring hits.

Medium Courses — Must not require mitr&n 24 rounds to complete. Course design
and construction must not require more than 9 sgdnits from any single location or
view, nor allow a competitor to shoot all targatsthe course of fire from any single
location or view.

Medium Courses — Must not require more tharrdiinds to complete. Course design
and construction must normally not require morenthacoring targets to be shot from
any single location or view, nor allow a competitorshoot all targets in the course of
fire from any single location or view. With a mimim distance of 100 meters it can be
required to shoot 8 scoring targets from a singtation or view. If 2 hits per paper

target are required, the number of maximum roundsotmplete is increased to 20 and
the maximum number of scoring hits from any sidgtation or view is increased to 10

(16 for targets placed at more than 100 meteraulis).

Medium Courses — Must not require more thamdihds to complete and are restricted
to a maximum of 24 scoring hits. Course design emastruction must not require
more than 8 rounds to be shot from any single ionair view.

Long Courses — Must not require mom@ntl82 rounds to complete. Course design and
construction must not require more than 9 scoritgyfrom any single location or view,
nor allow a competitor to shoot all targets in toairse of fire from any single location
or view.

Long Courses — Must not require more than 2thds to complete. Course design and
construction must normally not require more thastéring targets to be shot from any
single location or view, nor allow a competitorgooot all targets in the course of fire
from any single location or view. With a minimunstéince of 100 meters it can be
required to shoot 8 scoring targets from a singtation or view. If 2 hits per paper
target are required, the number of maximum roundsotmplete is increased to 40 and
the maximum number of scoring hits from any sidgtation or view is increased to 10
(16 for targets placed at more than 100 meterantisf).

Long Courses — Must not require more than 28ds to complete and are restricted to
a maximum of 32 scoring hits. Course design ansttoction must not require more
than 8 rounds to be shot from any single locationi@w. A COF requiring 24 or more
rounds must not stipulate an unloaded gun as tcstadition.

1.2.1.4 The approved balance for an IPSC sanctiometdh is a ratio of 3 Short Courses to 2 Medium
Courses to 1 Long Course (see Approved Stage Ratiygpendix A4).

Empty chamber and/or empty magazird/eylinder firearm ready conditions (see
Chapter 8), should not be required for more tha 25the courses of fire in a match.

The recommended balance for an IPSC Rifle matith regards to target distance is:
30% of all targets to be less than 60 meters, ¥#etbetween 60 and 150 meters and
20% to be between 150 and 300 meters.
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1.2.2 Special Courses of Fire:

1.2.2.1  Classifiers — Courses of fire authorize&#egional Director and/or IPSC, which are avédlab
competitors seeking a regional and/or internatiaassification. Classifiers must be set up in
accordance with these rules and be conductedltiticaccordance with the notes and diagrams
accompanying them. Results must be submittedeathhorizing entity in the format required
(with the applicable fees, if any), in order foeth to be recognized.

1.2.2.2 [H] Shoot-Off — An event conducted sepdyateom a match. Two eligible competitors
simultaneously engage two identical and adjacegetaarrays in a process of one or
more elimination bouts (see Appendix A3). Eaclgeararray must not exceed 12
rounds and each competitor must perform a mandagbopd after shooting at his first
target, and before he shoots at his final targeiolations are subject to automatic
forfeiture of the bout.

[R] Shoot-Off — An event conducted separately franmatch. Two eligible competitors
simultaneously engage two identical and adjacengetaarrays in a process of
elimination (see Appendix A3). Each target arraystmot exceed 6 rounds for Manual
Action Divisions, and 12 rounds for Semi Auto Digiss and each competitor may be
required to perform a mandatory reload betweentaimpat his first and final targets.

[S] Shoot-Off — An event conducted separately framatch. Two eligible competitors
simultaneously engage two identical and adjacengetaarrays in a process of
elimination (see Appendix A3). Each target arraystmot exceed 8 rounds and each

competitor may be required to perform a mandatelyad between shooting at his first
and final targets.

1.3 IPSC Sanctioning

1.3.1 Match organizers wishing to receive IPSC saning must comply with the general principlesaafurse
design and course construction as well as all otlwerent IPSC Rules and regulations relevant to the
discipline. Courses of fire that do not complyhwihese requirements will not be sanctioned, anst mot
be publicized or announced as IPSC sanctioned estch

1.3.2 Target arrays and presentations or propaded in courses of fire submitted to IPSC, but degbivy IPSC
to be illogical or impractical, will not be appravésee latest version of the separate Target ABcak).

1.3.3 The IPSC President, his delegate, or anesfitd the Confederation (in that order), may withwlriPSC
sanctioning from a match if, in his or their opimj@ match or any component part thereof:

1.3.3.1  Contravenes the purpose or spirit of thecqples of course design; or
1.3.3.2 Has been constructed at significant vagdaadhe sanctioned design; or
1.3.3.3 Isin breach of any current IPSC Rules; or

1.3.3.4 s likely to bring the sport of IPSC shagtinto disrepute; or

1.3.3.5 If the provisions of Rule 6.5.1.1 have be¢n observed.

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CHAPTER 2: Range and Course Construction

The following general regulations of course corwdtan list the criteria, responsibilities and régtons applicable to
courses of fire in IPSC matches. Course Desighest, organizations and officials are governedhagé regulations.

General Regulations

Physical Construction — Safety considerationdhe design, physical construction, and statsgiirements
for any course of fire are the responsibility oé thost organization subject to the approval of Ramge
Master. Reasonable effort must be made to praagmy to competitors, officials and spectatorsidgrthe
match. Course design should prevent inadvertesaferactions wherever possible. Consideration st
given to the operation of any course of fire tovie suitable access for officials supervising the
competitors.

Safe Angles of Fire — Courses of fire mustaghk be constructed taking into account safe angfidse.
Consideration must be given to safe target anddraomstruction and the angle of any possible rietsch
Where appropriate the physical dimensions and siliftaof backstops and side berms must be detezchin
as part of the construction process. Unless otlkerspecified, the default maximum muzzle angl&ds
degrees in all directions, measured from the froihthe competitor facing directly center downrange.
Violations are subject to Rule 10.5.2.

2.1.2.1 Subject to the direction and approval ef Regional Director, stage(s) or range specific zieuz
angles (reduced or increased) may be permittedlatns are subject to Rule 10.5.2. Full details
of the applicable angles and any conditional fact@.g. a reduced vertical muzzle angle only
applies when a finger is inside the trigger guana)yst be published in advance of the match and
must be included in the written stage briefingsqaee Section 2.3).

[H] Minimum Distances — Whenever metal tasget metal hard cover are used in a course of fire,
precautions must be taken so that competitors aattiMOfficials maintain a minimum distance
of 7 meters from them while they are being shot.he¥& possible, this should be done with
physical barriers. If Fault Lines are used to fithie approach to metal targets, they must be
placed at least 8 meters from the targets so ieatampetitor may inadvertently fault the line and
still be outside the 7 meter minimum distance (BRe¢e 10.4.7). Care should also be taken in
respect of metal props in the line of fire.

[R] Minimum Distances — Whenever metal targets @tahhard cover are used in a course of fire,
precautions must be taken so that competitors aativOfficials maintain a minimum distance
of 50 meters from them while they are being sh@there possible, this should be done with
physical barriers. If Fault Lines are used to fithie approach to metal targets, they must be
placed at least 51 meters from the targets sotligatompetitor may inadvertently fault the line
and still be outside the 50 meter minimum distaisee Rule 10.4.7). Care should also be taken in
respect of metal props in the line of fire.

[S] Minimum Distances — Whenever metal targets etainhard cover are used in a course of fire,
minimum distances apply while they are being shéthere possible, this should be done with
physical barriers. If Fault Lines are used to fithie approach to metal targets, they must be
placed further away so that the competitor may veagntly fault the line and still be outside the
minimum distance (see Rule 10.4.7). Care showd bé taken in respect of metal props in the

line of fire.

2131 [S] Minimum Distances for Shooting Birdslamid Buckshot — The minimum distance is 5
meters. Fault Lines must be placed at least 6 mdtem the targets or metal hard
cover.

2132 [9] Minimum Distances for Shooting Slug3ke minimum distance is 40 meters. Fault

Lines must be placed at least 41 meters from tlgets.or metal hard cover.

Target Locations — When a course is congtdudd include target locations other than immedtiate
downrange, organizers and officials must proteatestrict surrounding areas to which competitofficials

or spectators have access. Each competitor musermeitted to solve the competitive problem in &ven
way and must not be hindered by being forced toimany manner which might cause unsafe action.
Targets must be arranged so that shooting at thepresented will not cause competitors to breafd sa
angles of fire.

Range Surface — Where possible, the randgacsumust be prepared prior to the match, and Im ke
moderately clear of debris during the match, tovjg® reasonable safety for competitors and offécial
Consideration should be given to the possibilityimélement weather and competitor actions. Match
Officials may add gravel, sand or other materials eteriorated range surface at any time, and e
maintenance actions may not be appealed by comsetit

Obstacles — Natural or created obstacles aouase of fire should reasonably allow for vadas in
competitors' height and physical build and shoudd donstructed to provide reasonable safety for all
competitors, Match Officials and spectators.

Common Firing Lines — Courses of fire whendtiple competitors are required to fire simultangly from
a common firing line (e.g. Shoot-Off), must provideminimum of 3 meters of free space between each
competitor.

Target Placement — Care must be taken wélpttysical placement of a paper target to preveishaot
through".

2.1.8.1 Target placement should be clearly markethe target stands for target replacement anettarg
stands should be securely fixed or their locatsimsuld be clearly marked on the range surface to
ensure consistency throughout the entire matchith&umore, target types should be specified and
identified on the target frames or stands prioth® start of the match to ensure that a scoring
target is not interchanged with a no-shoot afterrttatch has commenced.

2.1.8.2 When paper and metal targets are used$e groximity in a course of fire, care must bestato
minimize the risk of splatter from metal targets.

2.1.8.3 When IPSC Poppers are used in a courseeptare should be taken to ensure that the locati
foundation area is prepared to provide consistpatation throughout the match.

2.1.8.4 [H-S] Static targets (i.e. those which aot activated) must not be presented at an angle
greater than 90 degrees from the vertical.

[R] Static targets (i.e. those which are not a¢ddy, with the exception of the Universal
Target, must not be presented at an angle gréetrra0 degrees from the vertical.

Berms — All berms are "off limits" to all pens at all times, except when access to themeisifggally
permitted by a Range Officer (see Section 10.6).

[S] Detachable Wads — Some types of slug amtion have detachable wads and in buckshot
cartridges the wads separate from the pellets.vidw of this paper targets should either be
"backed" (e.g. with plywood or another product o$utable thickness), or placed at a greater
distance. 10 meters is recommended in the caseiakshot, to prevent such wads penetrating
paper targets.

[S] Birdshot Ammunition with Paper Target#-eompetitor must never be required to engage pape
targets using birdshot ammunition.

[S] Permitted Ammunition — Courses of firashnominate a single permitted type of ammunitien,
birdshot, buckshot or slugs.

Course Construction Criteria

During the construction of a course of fire, a ggriof physical barriers may be used to restrichetitor movement
and to provide additional competitive challengefotlews:

Fault Lines — Competitor movement should gradfly be restricted through the use of physicatidyas.
However, the use of Fault Lines is permitted ako¥ed:

2.2.1.4  Fault Lines must be fixed firmly in platieey must rise at least 2 centimeters above gréewed,
they should be constructed of wood or other rigigtarials, and they should be of a consistent
color (preferably red), at every COF in a matchmldds used in a continuous manner to define the
boundary of a general shooting area, fault linestrbe a minimum of 1.5 meters in length, but
they are deemed to extend to infinity (also seeeRud.1).

2.2.1.5 If a COF has a passageway visibly delimebtefault lines and/or a clearly demarcated simgpti
area, any competitor who takes a shortcut by stgppn the ground outside the passageway
and/or shooting area will incur one procedural ftgnfor each shot fired after beginning the
shortcut.

[H] Obstacles — Courses of fire may incluthe use of major obstacles to be surmounted by
competitors. Obstacles used in this way must roéed a height of 2 meters. Obstacles over 1
meter in height must be supplied with scaling aidassist competitors and must be constructed to
provide for the competitor's safety in the follogiways:

2.2.2.1 [H] Obstacles must be firmly anchored aratéd to provide adequate support when in use.
Wherever possible, unduly sharp or rough surfacestrhe removed to reduce the
possibility of injury to competitors and/or MatclfiDials.

2.2.2.2 [H] The descending side of any obstacletieslear of obstructions or natural hazards.

2223 [H] Competitors must be permitted to testhsobstacles before making their attempt at the
course of fire.

2224 [H] Competitors must not be required tosterl their handgun before ascending these
obstacles.

Barriers — Must be constructed in the follagvmanner:

2.2.3.1 They must be high enough and strong entugérve the intended purpose. Unless supplemented
by a shooting platform or similar, barriers of aas$t 1.8 meters high are deemed to extend
skywards to infinity (also see Rule 10.2.11).

2.2.3.2 They should include Fault Lines projectiegrward at ground level from the side edges.

[H] Tunnels — A tunnel that a competitor égjuired to enter or pass through must be constiuiite
suitable material and to any length. However,isigfit ports must be provided to allow Match
Officials to safely monitor competitor action. Thei mouth edges must be prepared to minimize
the possibility of injury to competitors and Mat€ificials. Course Designers must clearly
designate the entrance and exit portions of thedluas well as the parameters for shooting at any
targets from within the tunnel (e.g. Fault Lineg)so see Rule 10.5.4.

Cooper Tunnels — Are tunnels comprised otdmtauprights supporting loose overhead materialg. (e
wooden slats), which may fall off when inadvertgrdislodged by competitors (see Rule 10.2.5). &hes
tunnels may be constructed to any height, but @aethmaterials must not be heavy enough to caussy iifij
they fall. Also see Rule 10.5.4.

Stage Props — Where these items are intelodedpport a competitor in motion or while shootiaggets,
they must be constructed with the safety of themetitor and Match Officials as a priority. Prowigs must
be made to allow Match Officials to safely monitord control competitor action at all times. Propsst be
strong enough to withstand use by all competitors.

Windows and Ports — Must be placed at a heggithable by most competitors, with a sturdyfptat being
available for use by others, if requested, withmeralty.

Modifications to Course Construction

Match Officials may, for any reason, modig physical construction or stage procedure faruase of fire,
provided that such changes are approved in advayndbhe Range Master. Any such physical changes or
additions to a published course of fire should tiapleted before the stage begins.

All competitors must be notified of any sudfanges as soon as possible. As a minimum, thesy bai
notified by the official in charge of the coursefioé during the squad briefing.

If the Range Master approves any such aafiien the match begins he must either:

2.3.3.1 Allow the course of fire to continue withetmodification affecting only those competitorsowh
have not already completed the stage. If a comgpstiactions caused the change, that competitor
must be required to reshoot the revised courseeyfdubject to Rule 2.3.4.1; or

2.3.3.2 If possible, require all competitors to gdete the course of fire as revised with all pregio
attempts removed from the match results.

2.3.3.3 A competitor who refuses to reshoot a @uwfsfire, under this or any other Section, when so
ordered by a Range Officer, will receive a zerorsdor that stage, irrespective of any previous
attempt.

If the Range Master (in consultation with tatch Director) determines that the physical cogedural
change results in a loss of competitive equity #risl impossible for all competitors to attempt tewised
stage, or if the stage has been rendered unsuitalbleworkable for any reason, that stage andsab@ated
competitor scores must be deleted from the match.

2.3.4.1 A competitor who incurred a disqualificatim a stage which is subsequently deleted, may be
entitled to reinstatement, if the highest levelappeal pursued by the competitor (i.e. the Range
Master or the Arbitration Committee, as the casg @), deems that the disqualification was
directly attributable to the reasons for the stagiag deleted.

During inclement weather, the Range Mastey maler that paper targets be fitted with transpiare
protective covers and/or overhead shelters, arsdditder is not subject to appeal by competitore @uale
6.6.1). Such items must be applied and remaiedfito all affected targets for the same periodnoé t until
the order is rescinded by the Range Master.

If the Range Master (in consultation with Match Director) deems that climatic or other coiodis have,

or are likely to, seriously affect the safety amdlonduct of a match, he may order that all shgodictivities
be suspended, until he issues a "resume shootiregtige.

Safety Areas

The host organization is responsible for ¢bastruction and placement of a sufficient numbieGafety
Areas for the match. They should be convenieriggrl and easily identified with signs.

Safety Areas must include a table with tHe sauzzle direction and boundaries clearly showWra backstop
and/or side walls are included, they must be constd of materials capable of containing fired @sin
Safety Areas at tournaments and long gun matches imelude sufficient gun racks adjacent to, butinp

the Safety Area for secure muzzle-up storage lgfsrdind shotguns.

Competitors are permitted to use Safety Argemipervised for the activities stated below piesl they
remain within the boundaries of the Safety Area thalfirearm is pointed in a safe direction. Viaas

may be subject to disqualification (see Rule 10.5.1

2.4.3.1 Casing, uncasing, and holstering unloaledrfns.

2.4.3.2 Practice the mounting, drawing, dry firangd re-holstering of unloaded firearms.

2.4.3.3 Practice the insertion and removal of empdgazines and/or to cycle the action of a firearm.

2.4.3.4 Conduct inspections, stripping, cleanirgpairs and maintenance of firearms, component parts
and other accessories.

Dummy ammunition and live rounds, whetheistgmackaged or contained in magazines or speddria
must not be handled in a Safety Area under anycistances (see Rule 10.5.12).

Test Firing / Sighting-In Bay

When available at a match, a test firing tmayst be operated under the supervision and cootralRange
Officer.

Competitors may test the operation of thierafm and ammunition, subject to all existing safeles and
any time limits or other restrictions imposed bigange Officer.

At Level Il or higher tournaments and longngmatches, approved IPSC paper and metal targybtsré
possible, electronically indicating or self-resag, should be available for use by competitoraitbin the
sighting-in of their firearms, in accordance witle tyuidelines shown in Appendix C3.

Vendor Areas

Vendors (i.e. individuals, corporations atiteo entities displaying or selling merchandisaratPSC match)
are solely responsible for the safe handling amdirily of their products and other items in theires and
ensuring they are displayed in a condition that madt endanger any person. Assembled firearms imeist
deactivated prior to being displayed.

The Range Master (in consultation with thedWaDirector) must clearly delineate the vendomaand he
may issue "Acceptable Practice Guidelines" to atidors, who are responsible for their implementaiio
respect of their own merchandise.

Competitors may handle unloaded vendor'srins while remaining wholly within the vendor areas
provided reasonable care is taken to ensure thanhtlzzle is not pointed at any person while beimgdled.

[H] Competitors must not draw or re-holsteeit firearms in the vendor area (see Rule 10.5.1).

Competitors seeking gunsmithing services for tfie#arms must firstly place them in a gun bag
or gun case, in a designated Safety Area, bef@simathem to a vendor in the vendor area.

Hygiene Areas

A sufficient number of hygiene areas, witmdhacleansing supplies and facilities, should bevipiex
adjacent to lavatories and near the entrance t $eovice areas.
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CHAPTER 3: Course Information

3.1

General Regulations

The competitor is always responsible to safelyilfulfie requirements of a course of fire but catyaeasonably be
expected to do so after verbally or physically idog the written stage briefing, which must adetgbaexplain the
requirements to the competitors. Course infornmat@n be broadly divided into the following types:

Published Courses of Fire — Registered cdtopetand/or their Regional Directors must be pded with
the same course of fire information, within the samtice period, in advance of the match. Therin&dion
may be provided by physical or electronic meansyoreference to a website (also see Section 2.3).

Non-Published Courses of Fire — Same as BRdld except that the details for the course & &ire not
published beforehand. The course of fire instamgiare provided in the written stage briefing.

Written Stage Briefings

A written stage briefing consistent with thegles and approved by the Range Master must steghat each
course of fire prior to commencement of the matdtis briefing will take precedence over any courfe
fire information published or otherwise communichte competitors in advance of the match, and istmu
provide the following minimum information:

. Targets (type & number);

. [H]  Number of rounds to be scored;

The Range Officer in charge of a course r&f finust read out the written stage briefing verbath each
squad. The Range Officer may visually demonstieeacceptable Start Position and Gun Ready Conditi

The Range Master may modify a written stagefibg at any time for reasons of clarity, consigty or
safety (see Section 2.3).

After the written stage briefing has beerdrém competitors, and questions arising therefrawehbeen
answered, competitors should be permitted to caraluorderly inspection ("walkthrough") of the cseirof
fire. The duration of time for the inspection mbst stipulated by the Range Officer, and it shdaddthe
same for all competitors. If the course of fireludes moving targets or similar items, these shdnd
demonstrated to all competitors for the same dumaind frequency.

Local, Regional and National Rules

IPSC matches are governed by the rules amidido the discipline. Host organizations may ewforce
local rules except to comply with legislation ogadé precedent in the applicable jurisdiction. Amjuntarily

adopted rules that are not in compliance with thetes must not be applied to IPSC matches withloeit
express consent of the Regional Director and t&&€IExecutive Council.
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CHAPTER 4: Range Equipment

4.1 Targets — General Principles

411 [H] Only targets approved by the IPSC Assenaid which fully comply with the specifications in
Appendices B and C are to be used for IPSC Handwinhes.

[R-S] Only targets approved by the IPSC Assembly ahich fully comply with the specifications in
Appendices B and C, and frangible targets (see Rulel), are to be used for IPSC Rifle and

Shotgun matches.

4.1.1.1 If one or more targets at a match fail eonply exactly with the stated specifications, ahd i
replacement targets of the correct specificatiosumavailable, the Range Master must decide
whether or not the variance is acceptable for thatch, and which provisions of Section 2.3 of
these rules will apply, if any. However, the Ramdgster's decision will only affect the match in
progress, and will not serve as a precedent faréutnatches held at the same location, or for any
subsequent use of the subject targets at anothtehma

4.1.2 Scoring targets used in all IPSC matches bwrisf a single color, as follows:

[H-S] Synthetic targets (e.g. "self-sealitgfgets etc.), sometimes used by indoor rangest nuishe
used at Level Il or higher matches. However, sabjo the prior written approval of a Regional
Director, synthetic targets may be used at Leald || matches held within his Region.

Rearrangement of Range Equipment or Surface

The competitor must not interfere with thegea surface, natural foliage, constructions, papsther range
equipment (including targets, target stands andetaactivators) at any time. Violations may iname
procedural penalty per occurrence at the discretfdhe Range Officer.

The competitor may request that Match Offictake corrective actions to ensure consistenagspect of
the range surface, the presentation of targetsommahy other matter. The Range Master will havelfi
authority concerning all such requests.

Range Equipment Failure and Other Issues

Range equipment must present the challemdye dad equitably to all competitors. Range equémt failure
includes, but is not limited to, the displacemeinpaper targets, the premature activation of matahoving
targets, the malfunction of mechanically or elecily operated equipment, and the failure of prepsh as
openings, ports, and barriers.

4.6.1.1 The declaration and/or use of any fireasmaage equipment is prohibited.

A competitor who is unable to complete a seuwf fire due to range equipment failure, or ifmatal or

moving target was not reset prior to his attemm aburse of fire, must be required to reshootthese of

fire after corrective actions have been taken.

4.6.2.1 Unrestored paper targets are not rang@eguit failure (see Rule 9.1.4).

4.6.2.2 If a Range Master deems that one or mogetsin a course of fire are faulty and/or haverbe
presented in a manner significantly different tdieapresentations, he may offer a reshoot to the

affected competitor(s).

Chronic malfunction of equipment in a courféire may result in the removal of that stagenirthe match
results (see Rule 2.3.4).

Firearms

Firearms are regulated by Divisions (see AdpeD), but courses of fire must remain consistiemtall
Divisions.

[H] The minimum cartridge case dimension Handguns to be used in IPSC matches is 9x19 mm.
The minimum bullet diameter is 9 mm (.354 inches).

[R] There is no minimum caliber for rifles usedRSC matches.
[S] The minimum caliber for shotguns used in IPS&ahes is 20 gauge (20 bore).
Sights

Types of sights identified by IPSC are:

5.1.3.1 "Open sights" are aiming devices fittecatbrearm which do not use electronic circuitry &md
lenses. Fiber-optic inserts are deemed not tetsek.

5.1.3.2 "Optical/electronic sights" are aiming a@@& (including flashlights) fitted to a firearm whiuse
electronic circuitry and/or lenses.

5.1.3.3 The Range Master is the final authoritydspect of the classification of any sights usedurin
IPSC match and/or their compliance with these rufesuding the Divisions in Appendix D.

Unless required by a Division (see AppendjxtBere is no restriction on the trigger pull wigf a firearm,
but the trigger mechanism must, at all times, fiomcsafely.

[H] Triggers and/or trigger shoes that extéeyond the width of the trigger guard are expyessl
prohibited.

[R-S] Triggers and/or trigger shoes that extendobeythe width of the trigger guard are expressly
prohibited. However, rifles and shotguns fittedhwiwinter triggers/guards” may be used in this
mode, provided that this fitting was designed, nfactwred and provided as part of the firearm
and only when the particular climate or weatherditions dictate their use.

Firearms must be serviceable and safe. Raffgers may demand examination of a competitimésrm or
allied equipment, at any time, to check they aracfiwning safely. If any such item is declared
unserviceable or unsafe by a Range Officer, it hastithdrawn from the match until the item is riepd to
the satisfaction of the Range Master (also see Ril®).

[H-R] Competitors must use the same fireand gpe of sights for all courses of fire in a nmatc
However, in the event that a competitor's origifir@arm and/or sights become unserviceable or
unsafe during a match, the competitor must, befisieg a substitute firearm and/or sights, seek
permission from the Range Master who may approeestistitution provided he is satisfied:

[S] Competitors must use the same firearm, barréltgpe of sights for all courses of fire in a natc
This includes magazine tubes which must not be gdrunless they are changed as part of
routine reloading during a course of fire. Howevier the event that a competitor's original
firearm and/or sights become unserviceable or endafing a match, the competitor must, before
using a substitute firearm and/or sights, seek jssion from the Range Master who may approve
the substitution provided he is satisfied:

Eye and Ear Protection

All persons are warned that the correct diseglequate eye and ear protection is in their owerést and of
paramount importance to prevent injury to visiowl dearing. It is strongly recommended that eye eard
protection be worn at all times by all persons wloih the range premises.

Host organizations may require the use oh guotection by all persons, as a condition ofratésce and
while present on the range premises. If so, Méiffttials must make every reasonable effort to emshat
all persons wear adequate protection.

If a Range Officer notices that a competitas lost or displaced their eye or ear protectimnd a course of
fire, or has commenced a course of fire withoutnthéhe Range Officer must immediately stop the
competitor who will be required to reshoot the ceuof fire after the protective devices have bestored.

A competitor who inadvertently loses eye ar@rotection during a course of fire, or commeraesurse of
fire without them, is entitled to stop, point théirearm in a safe direction and indicate the peablto the
Range Officer, in which case the provisions ofgihevious rule will apply.

Any attempt to gain a reshoot or advantageelnoving eye and/or ear protection during a coafdee will
be considered unsportsmanlike conduct (see Ru&2)0.

If a Range Officer deems that a competit@muabo make an attempt at a course of fire is weginadequate
eye or ear protection, the Range Officer may otkdercompetitor to rectify the situation before aliog the
competitor to continue. The Range Master is thal fauthority on this matter.

Ammunition and Related Equipment

Competitors at an IPSC match are solely anslomally responsible for the safety of all and ammunition,
which they bring to the match. Neither IPSC noy HPSC Officers, nor any organization affiliatedIRSC,
nor the officers of any organization affiliated f8SC accepts any responsibility whatsoever in itbggard,
nor in respect of any loss, damage, accident,yrgurdeath suffered by any person or entity asaltef the
lawful or unlawful use of any such ammunition.

All competitor ammunition and their respeetimagazines and speed loaders must comply with the
provisions of the relevant Division (see Appendix D

Spare magazines, speed loaders or ammunuitapped or discarded by a competitor after thet Smnal
may be retrieved. However, their retrieval isalitimes, subject to all safety rules.

[H-S] Metal piercing, incendiary and/or tra@mmunition is prohibited at IPSC matches (seeeRul
10.5.15).

[R] Metal piercing, incendiary and/or tracer amntiom is prohibited at IPSC matches (see Rule
10.5.15). "Penetrator" ammunition (e.g. with agteating core) can only be used if specifically
permitted by the match organizers.

[H-R] Ammunition which discharges more thare dullet or other scoring projectile from a singiend
is prohibited (see Rule 10.5.15).

Ammunition deemed unsafe by a Range Officestrhe immediately withdrawn from the match (seéeRu
10.5.15).

(see Rule 10.5.15).

[H-R] Some Divisions offer a higher powexctbr rating called "Major”, which enables
competitors to earn more points for peripheral skt scoring paper targets. The
power factor floor for Major rating, if availableand other specific requirements
applicable to each Division, are stipulated in Amgig D.

[S] It is not considered necessary to routinely &&ry competitor's ammunition. Instead,
random tests may be carried out at the discretidtheoMatch Officials.

[H-R] The associated values awarded foroMiand Major scoring hits are illustrated in
Appendices B and C. The method used to determimeepfactor is explained in the
following section.

[S] A competitor who has been asked to presensitinidégun for testing may be required to
submit to the test immediately and without anyraliens being made to the shotgun
prior to or during the test, including changing kb® and/or cleaning. The only
exception being in the case of a malfunction.

Malfunctions — Competitor's Equipment

of the firearm pointing safely downrange at allésn The competitor must not use rods or otheisttwl
verify or correct the malfunction.

In the event that a Range Officer terminatesurse of fire due to a suspicion that a congaetias an unsafe
firearm or unsafe ammunition (e.g. a "squib" loatle Range Officer will take whatever steps he deem
necessary to return both the competitor and thgeran a safe condition.

5.8.1.3 Official match ammunition must not be riestd solely for sale to, and/or use by, compeditor
representing the host country and/or the vendor.

5.8.1.4  Official match ammunition must be approbgdhe Regional Director of the Region in which the
match is being held (and by the IPSC Presidergspect of Level IV or higher matches).

5.8.1.5 Match Officials reserve the right to condtlronograph or other tests on all and any amnaumit
at any time, and a reason need not be given.

5.8.2 Where possible, match organizers (or theininated vendor at the match) should make availabtest
firing bay, supervised by a Range Officer, wherenpetitors can function test a small quantity oficiéf
match ammunition of the same batch through thesafim(s) prior to purchase.

5.8.3 [S] For matches at Level Ill and above thadWaDirector must, both in advance in official nfatc
literature (and/or on the official match websitahyd by way of a sign certified by him and the
Range Master, and posted at a conspicuous plate abatch, clearly state the specifications of
the calibration cartridges being used for the mdsge Appendix C1). This is a recommended
practice for Level | and Il matches.

Course Of Fire (also "course" and "COF") —sdparately timed and scored IPSC shooting challenge

Stage — A portion of an IPSC match contaiming course of fire and related supporting faesitiamenities,
shelter and signage. A stage must use one tyfieafm (e.g. handgun, rifle or shotgun) exclusyvel

Match — Consists of a minimum of 3 stagesrevladl stages use the same type of firearm. Tta $om of
individual stage results will be accumulated toldera match winner.

Tournament — A special match where indivicitabes are assigned to one particular type drfine(e.g.
Stages 1-4 Handgun, Stages 5-8 Rifle, Stages hd®y@). The total sum of individual stage resulit
be accumulated to declare a tournament winner.

Grand Tournament — Consists of two or maeafim specific matches (e.g. a handgun match ambtgun
match, or a handgun match, a rifle match and agsimotnatch). The individual match results achielvgd
competitor in each component match will be useddolare an overall tournament winner, in accordance
with the IPSC Grand Tournament Rules.

League — Consists of two or more IPSC matofi@ssingle firearm type held at different locasoand on
different dates. The total sum of match resultsimtd by each competitor at component matchesfiguec
by the league organizers will be accumulated terdgéine a league winner.

A Region affiliated to IPSC cannot actively passively sanction a shooting match of any typéommat
within the geographical boundaries of another Regiithout the advance and written approval of the
Regional Director of the Region where the matctoibe held. A Region in violation is subject toc&en
5.9 of the IPSC Constitution.

Match Divisions

IPSC Divisions recognize different firearmsl @quipment (see Appendix D). Each match musigrize at
least one Division. When multiple Divisions areadable in a match, each Division must be scored
separately and independently, and match results masgnize a winner in each Division.

In IPSC sanctioned matches, the minimum nurmbeompetitors stipulated in Appendix A2 must qmate
in each Division for it to be recognized. If themee insufficient competitors in a Division, the fda
Director may allow that Division to stand withouficial IPSC recognition.

Prior to the commencement of a match, eadhpetitor must declare one Division for score, andtd
Officials should check competitor equipment compdia with the declared Division, prior to the conifjoet
making an attempt at any of the courses of firehisTs a service to assist competitors verify ttinatir
equipment, in the configuration as presented, i€dmpliance with their declared Division. However,
competitors always remain subject to the provisimiRule 6.2.5.1.

6.2.3.1 If a competitor disagrees with an equipnoempliance ruling, the onus is upon him, priohim
attempting any courses of fire, to provide evideaceeptable to the examiner in support of his
claim. In the absence or rejection of such evidetite original decision will stand, subject only
to appeal to the Range Master, whose decisiomas. fi

6.2.3.2 The competitor's firearm and all allied ipment accessible to him during a course of fire ar
subject to compliance testing, if requested by achl®fficial.

Subject to the prior approval of the Matchebior, a competitor may enter a match in more thaa

Division. However, the competitor may compete $oore in only one Division, and that must be thst fi
attempt in all cases. Any subsequent attemptsidthar Division will not be entered into match résumor

Where a Division is unavailable or deletadywbere a competitor fails to declare a specifigi§don prior to
the commencement of a match, the competitor wilplaeed in the Division which, in the opinion ofth
Range Master, most closely identifies with the cetitpr's equipment.

adjusted accordingly.

[R-S] A competitor reclassified to Open Divisiondam Rule 6.2.5.1 will thereafter be subject
only to the provisions of Open Division but is r@gd to continue using the same
firearm and sights, unless Rule 5.1.7 applies.

A disqualification incurred by a competitat, any time during a match, will prevent the coriipetirom
further participation in the match including anypsaequent attempts in another Division. Howevés i
not retroactive. Any previous and complete scéres another Division will be entered into matclsuls
for recognition and awards in that Division.

Recognition of a competitor in a specific iBion will not preclude further recognition in at€gory or from
inclusion as member of a Regional or other team.

Match Categories

IPSC matches may include different Categowéhin each Division to recognize different group§
competitors. A competitor may declare only onee@aty for a match or tournament.

Failure to meet the requirements of the dedl€ategory or failure to declare a Category pudahe start of
the match will result in exclusion from that Catego Details of currently approved Categories asidted
requirements are listed in Appendix A2.

Regional Teams

Subject to the availability of allocated sjobnly one official Regional team in each Divisiand/or
Division/Category may be selected on merit by eRepion for IPSC Level IV or higher matches. Appmdv
Category teams are specified by the IPSC Assersbly Appendix A2).

6.4.1.1 At Level IV matches, the only teams pemuitare those representing Regions within the zone
where the match is being held (e.g. at a Européempionship, only teams representing Regions
designated by IPSC as belonging to the Europear Zan be fielded).

6.4.1.2 At Level IV and higher matches, official gkenal Teams must be "seeded" for squadding
purposes in accordance to how the team placeceaame immediately preceding event, if any,
even if the team is comprised of different persons.

6.4.2.1 The individual Division and/or Categoryigeed to a competitor determines his eligibility in
respect of teams (e.g. a competitor individuallystandard Division cannot participate in an Open
Division team). A female individually registered ‘d.ady" cannot participate in a team based on
age, or vice versa. A competitor individually itgred in a Category may be a member of an
overall team in the same Division.

Teams consist of a maximum of 4 members. dvew only the final scores of the 3 highest saptEam
members will be used to calculate team results.

If a member of a team retires from the mdtrhany reason before completing all of the stagesres
attained by that competitor will continue to stdaadiards the team score. However, the affected isart
entitled to replace the retired team member.

A team member who is unable to commence ahmaty be replaced prior to commencement by another
competitor, subject to the approval of the Matchebior.

If a member of a team is disqualified fromatch, the disqualified member's scores will ret@ero for all
stages. Teams will not be entitled to replacesgudilified team member.

Competitor Status and Credentials

reside. Residency is defined as the Region wherandividual is ordinarily domiciled for a minimuof
183 days of the twelve months immediately precediveg month in which the match begins. Ordinarily
domiciled condition is a physical presence test dnds not relate to citizenship or to any addrdss o
convenience. The 183 days need not be conseartihe most recent 183 days of the twelve montiogder

6.5.1.1 In any case, match organizers must notpacoe®y competitor or Match Official from another
Region unless the Regional Director of that Regiais confirmed the competitor's or Match
Official's eligibility to participate in the subjematch, and that the competitor or Match Offidsal
not under sanction from the IPSC Executive Council.

6.5.1.2  Competitors who ordinarily reside in a doyior geographical area which is not affiliated RS C
may join an IPSC affiliated Region and may compeatder the auspices of that Region, subject to
the approval of the IPSC Executive Council and Regional Director of that Region. If a
competitor's country or geographical area of ragidesubsequently applies for affiliation to IPSC,
the competitor must become a member of that Redyivimg the affiliation process.

Range Officer ("RO") — Issues range commangsysees competitor compliance with the writtesgst
briefing and closely monitors safe competitor attioHe also declares the time, scores and penalties
achieved by each competitor and verifies that ttesecorrectly recorded on the competitor's scbeets
(under the authority of a Chief Range Officer arahée Master).

Chief Range Officer ("CRO") — Is the primaythority over all persons and activities in therses of fire
under his control, and oversees the fair, corredt eonsistent application of these rules (underdinect
authority of the Range Master).

Stats Officer ("SO") — Supervises the stats team, which collects, sorts, verifies, tabdatad retains all
score sheets and ultimately produces provisiondlfaral results (under the direct authority of tRange
Master).

Quartermaster ("QM") — Distributes, repainsl anaintains all range equipment (e.g. targetsshest paint,
props etc.), other range needs (e.g. timers, [Egiestaplers, staples, clipboards etc.) and regfies Range
Officer refreshments (under the direct authorityief Range Master).

Range Master ("RM") — Has overall authorityeo all persons and activities within the entirexga,
including range safety, the operation of all cosrsé fire and the application of these rules. All
disqualifications and appeals to arbitration mustbibought to his attention. The Range Master sl
appointed by and works with the Match Director. wéwer, in respect of IPSC sanctioned Level IV ghler
matches, the appointment of the Range Master igstto the prior written approval of the IPSC Extee
Council.

7.1.5.1 References to "Range Master" throughostrtilebook mean the person serving as Range Master
at a match (or his authorized delegate for one orenspecific functions), regardless of any
international or regional rank.

Match Director ("MD") — Handles overall mateldministration including squadding, schedulingige
construction, the coordination of all support seffl the provision of services. His authority aedisions
will prevail with regard to all matters except iespect of matters in these rules which are the doofahe
Range Master. The Match Director is appointedhgyttost organization and works with the Range Maste

Discipline of Match Officials

The Range Master has authority over all M&¢ficials other than the Match Director (exceptemhthe
Match Director is actually participating as a comitpe at the match), and is responsible for deasi
matters concerning conduct and discipline.

In the event that a Match Official is distipld, the Range Master must send a report of ttident and
details of the disciplinary action to the Match iO#il's Regional Director, the Regional Director tbe
Region hosting the match, and to the Presideriteofriternational Range Officers Association (IROA).

A Match Official who is disqualified from aatch for a safety infraction while competing widintinue to be
eligible to serve as a Match Official for the matchhe Range Master will make any decision relatedn
official's participation.

Appointment of Officials

Match organizers must, prior to commenceroéatmatch, appoint a Match Director and a Rangetétfao
carry out the duties detailed in these rules. mbminated Range Master should preferably be thet mos
competent and experienced certified Match Offipi@sent (also see Rule 7.1.5). For Level | anddiches

a single person may be appointed to be both thetMairector and the Range Master.
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7.3.2 References in these rules to Match Officlalg. "Range Officer", "Range Master" etc.), meanspnnel
who have been officially appointed by match orgarszo actually serve in an official capacity a thatch.
Persons who are certified Match Officials, but waie actually participating in the match as regular
competitors, have no standing or authority as M&ftials for that match. Such persons shoulddfere
not participate in the match wearing garments bgaviatch Official insignia.

7.3.3 A person acting as a Match Official is prdteitt from having a holstered firearm while directly
accompanying and timing a competitor during hieratit at a COF. Violations are subject to Rule27.2.
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CHAPTER 8: The Course of Fire

8.1 Firearm Ready Conditions

The ready condition for firearms will normally be stated below. However, in the event that a caitopéails to load
the chamber when permitted by the written stagefing, whether inadvertently or intentionally, tRange Officer
must not take any action, as the competitor is ywasponsible for the handling of the firearm.

(e.g. a rope, lever, pedal, flap, door etc.), artesabject to this section.

If a COF requires that a competitor be catfito an apparatus which travels from one locatoanother
location during his attempt at a COF, any targeictvican only be engaged from the apparatus forqdats
travel, and which cannot subsequently be reengagiedéemed to be disappearing.

9.11.1  The official scoring program for all Lev#& br higher matches is the latest version of thed@ivs® Match
Scoring System (WinMSS), unless another scoringnam is approved by the IPSC President. For other
level matches, no other scoring program can be usiaut the approval of the Regional Director bét
host Region.
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CHAPTER 10: Penalties & Disqualifications

10.1 Procedural Penalties — General Regulations

10.1.1 Procedural penalties are imposed when a etitmpfails to comply with procedures specifiedanwritten
stage briefing and/or is found to be in violatiohabher general rules. The Range Officer imposing
procedural penalties must clearly record the nunlb@enalties, and the reason why they were imposed
the competitor's score sheet.

10.1.2 Procedural penalties are assessed at nnpsirts each.

10.1.3 A competitor disputing the application omber of procedural penalties may appeal to the fGRéange
Officer and/or Range Master. A competitor who doungs to be aggrieved may then lodge an appeal for
arbitration.

10.1.4 Procedural penalties cannot be nullifiedusther competitor action. For example, a competitho fires a
shot at a target while faulting a line will stithdur the applicable penalties even though he suiesgiy
shoots at the same target while not faulting the.li

10.2 Procedural Penalties — Specific Examples

10.2.1 A competitor who fires shots while any pdrtheir body is touching the ground or any objeeyond a Fault
Line will receive 1 procedural penalty for each wtence. No penalty is assessed if a competites amt
fire any shots while faulting except when Rule 2.2.applies.

10.2.1.1 However, if the competitor has gainedgaificant advantage on any target(s) while faulting
may instead be assessed 1 procedural penalty ébr g#ot fired at the subject target(s) while
faulting.

10.2.2 A competitor who fails to comply with a pedltire specified in the written stage briefing viilcur 1
procedural penalty for each occurrence. HoweVer,competitor has gained a significant advantagind
non-compliance, the competitor may be assessedcegural penalty for each shot fired, instead sihgle
penalty (e.g. firing one or more shots contrarthorequired location, shooting position or stance)

10.2.3  Where multiple penalties are assessed iraltloge cases, they must not exceed the maximum eruaib
scoring hits that can be attained by the competikar example, a competitor who gains an advanidgle
faulting a Fault Line where only 4 metal targets aisible will receive 1 procedural penalty for keshot
fired while faulting, up to a maximum of 4 procedupenalties, regardless of the number of shotsa#lgt
fired.

10.2.4 A competitor who fails to comply with a mataty reload will incur 1 procedural penalty fockahot fired
after the point where the reload was required antéload is performed.

11.1.2  Access — Appeals may be submitted to atloitran accordance with the following rules for amatter
except where specifically denied by another ruldppeals arising from a disqualification for a sgfet
infraction will only be accepted to determine whegtlexceptional circumstances warrant reconsideraifo
the disqualification. However, the commission loé infraction as described by the Match Officiahtst
subject to challenge or appeal.

11.1.8 Match Director's Duty — Upon receiving tippeal from the Range Master, the Match Directortroasvene
the Arbitration Committee in a place of privacysa®n as possible.

11.1.9  Arbitration Committee's Duty — The Arbitmati Committee is bound to observe and apply theeatilPSC
Rules and to deliver a decision consistent withs¢houles. Where rules require interpretation oengtan
incident is not specifically covered by the ruld® Arbitration Committee will use their best judgm in the
spirit of the rules.

11.2 Composition of Committee

11.2.1 Level Il or Higher Matches — The compositiaf an Arbitration Committee will be subject tetfollowing
rules:

11.2.2 Level | and Il Matches — The Match Directan appoint an Arbitration Committee of three eigqrered
persons who are not parties to the appeal and whwtlhave a direct conflict of interest in thecamume of
the appeal. The arbitrators should be certifiedciM®fficials if possible. All committee memberdlwote.
The senior Match Official, or the senior persothére are no Match Officials, will be the chairman.
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11.3 Time Limits and Sequences

11.3.1  Time Limit for Appeal to Arbitration — Writh appeals to arbitration must be submitted tdRifnege Master
on the appropriate form, accompanied by the applkctee, within one hour of the time of the disputall
as recorded by Match Officials. Failure to compiyl render the appeal invalid, and no further actiwill
be taken. The Range Master must, on the appeal formediately record the time and date he receikied
appeal.
